Rockford is a smaller suburban community north of Grand Rapids. A rapidly growing population demanded a larger
high school facility. Athletic interests are strong there but interest in the arts is becoming stronger. As a result, this
new school with a budget close to $40 million, has many facilities and features not enjoyed by many high schools or
colleges. The school employs a full-time professional theater manager.

The Auditorium is the centerpiece of the arts complex portion of the project. It seats 900 on two levels and is
fully equipped for drama and concerts. Their first performance, the musical “Fiddler”, was done with a large

pit orchestra and a large cast of actors, singers, dancers and musicians. Because of the excellent acoustic
characteristics of the room, this performance was accomplished without the use of their high quality sound
reinforcement system. All 900 people heard perfectly and the music was tremendous. Theater and music society
critics have declared the theater as having excellent acoustic qualities.

Sound systems are required for many types of productions. The Auditorium has complete sound and special effects
systems, four channel intercom, and audio/video program monitor systems. Stereo recording systems are also
included.
